2.1ERASMUS MUNDUS EXTERNAL COOPERATION WINDOW (2006-2009) = Current EM II – Action 2 for the period 2009-2013
Main characteristics:

· Launched in 2006, the EMECW (now EM-Action 2) was complementary to other higher education initiatives (Erasmus Mundus, Erasmus, Tempus, Asia-Link, ALFA, Alban, and Edu-Link.) and has been designed to foster co-operation in the field of higher education between the European Union and targeted Third-Countries through a co-operation and mobility scheme addressing students and academic staff
· It opened to Asia in 2008 through the India and Asia strands

· A Financing Agreement for the implementation of the India Strand was signed with the GoI in September 2008 for a total allocation of 28.6 million euros.
· Scholarships for students mobility on all level of university education (Undergraduate, master, Doctorate, Post-graduate and academic staff
· Special attention paid to socio-economically disadvantaged groups and populations in a vulnerable situation
· Unit costs to cover Individual Mobility: up to 64,000 € per student/scholar for up to 34 months abroad
