Information about Mysore

Mysore is a unique city having more than 12 lakh population and was the capital of former princely state of Karnataka. Mysore lies between 12°18′N 76°39′E and ﻿ / ﻿12.30°N 76.65°E﻿ / 12.30; 76.65 and has an average altitude of 770 meters (2,526 ft).  It is situated in the southern region of the state of Karnataka, at the base of the Chamundi Hills and spreads across an area of 128.42 km2 (50 sq mi). The summer season is from March to June, followed by the monsoon season from July to November and the winter season from December to February.  The temperature in Mysore city during November is normally between 18o to 24°C.   

Transportation

Mysore does not have a functional airport and the nearest functional airport to the city is the Bangalore International Airport at Bangalore. Mysore city has a railway station and three railway lines connect it to the cities of Bangalore, Hassan and Chamarajanagar. The fastest train to serve the city is the Shatabdi Express. The State Highway SH-17 which connects Mysore to Bangalore.   From Mysore City Railway Station to Manasagangotri the distance is around 4 Km and from Main Bus Station it is around 6 Km.

We shall deem it a favour if you send us the information about the date, time and mode of journey and number of your participants along with break-up of male and female in advance so as to enable us to make proper arrangements of transport, accommodation, boarding and lodging. The university vehicle with volunteers will be available at Mysore Railway Station and Bus Station in the morning of 22-11-2009 and 23-11-2009. Incase you face any difficulty, kindly telephone to Mr.Manjunath- 09449322509 or Mr.Ramesh-09449322975 and Office-0821-2419386/318.

Registration of all the participants will commence at 11.00 a.m. on 22-11-2009 and will continue till 12.30pm on 23-11.2009.  On the Inaugural day, there will be a Colorful Cultural procession of all the teams in their traditional costumes.  The Universities are requested to participate in the procession along with their University Flag which will commence at 3.00 p.m. on 23-11-2009. 

The Control Room will be working at the office of Directorate of Student’s Welfare from 8.00am. to 10.00pm on all festival days. Food for the participants will be served in the Food Court from the evening of 22-11-2009 to morning 28-11-2009. 

Besides participating in the competitions, the Universities are also requested to present non-competitive informal entertaining programs which will be organized in the evening for the public between 7.00pm to 8.30pm.

Initial requirements:  The University should send confirmation of their participation to the Director of Student Welfare, University of Mysore, Mysore  latest by 24th October 2009  in the prescribed Performa attached at Annexure “B” giving size of contingent (Male/Female/Accompanists and contingent in charge) to help us to plan boarding and lodging arrangements.

ENTRIES : Entry Forms (Appendix C+D) should  be neatly  filled or typed and sent to Director of Student Welfare, University of Mysore, Mysore, in time to enable us to make necessary proper arrangements including accommodation for stay.
